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REPORT OF THE PASTORAL COUNSELOR

This has been a time of renewal for the pastoral counseling ministry as we restart the
ministry that Larry Boyette did so well a while back. In the Spring of this year I accepted the call
offered by your pastoral counselor search committee. June 1 I did a partial move while my wife,
Diane remains behind preparing our house in Canton, Georgia to go on the market. Then the work
began of setting up office, working with our Association Missionary, John Carr and Linda Pendle to
determine office policies and procedures. John Carr generously took time to introduce me to
many of our association pastors. [ have also reached out to non-association pastors by
individually calling on them and attending the Brunswick ministerial meeting in October. [ will be
addressing that group in November.

I was still unpacking on June 3 when I saw my first client! Through October 8 we have
scheduled 161 appointments, seen 27 different clients from 9 association churches and 3 non-
association churches. As the nature of counseling is, some folk come a time or two, others are in
the start of what will be longer term counseling. There is a wide range of problems being dealt
with, both personal and family.

One problem that I am seeing a lot is pornography use. A goal for this coming year would
be to see a support group for men struggling with this problem started and a separate group for
their wives. If you or your church would be willing to be involved in any way in seeing this
started, please let me know ASAP. First Baptist Woodstock has excellent material that can be
used. [ am available as a resource person. We would need a mature lay leader who is solidly in
recovery from this problem for the men’s group, and a mature wife to lead the ladies. Ideally I
would like to see these groups announced actively in all of our churches. Pastor, you DO have men
struggling with this problem! Some may need counseling, but nearly all need a safe, confidential
group of men who are recovering from this problem. And their wives need support in the hard
role they are playing as well.

[ want to thank every pastor and staff member who has referred clients to me. You are the
lifeblood of this ministry. Please keep us periodically in your bulletin, newsletter and web page. |
am available to preach, lead seminars, or speak to small groups. Three of you have already
graciously allowed me to fill your pulpit. One has allowed me to lead a midweek seminar. And
this month I had the privilege of speaking to our association ministers regarding conflict
management. Your prayers are always needed. Pray for the Lord to lead the people who need
this ministry our way. Also, please pray for God to give me wisdom and grace for this awesome
work.

CONSTITUTION OF THE
SOUTHEAST BAPTIST ASSOCIATION

PREAMBLE

Southeast Baptist Association, a fellowship of Southern Baptist Churches declares and establishes its Constitution
to preserve and secure the principles of our common faith, govern this body in an orderly manner, and preserve
the autonomy of member churches and this Association.

PURPOSE

In association with its member churches, the Southeast Baptist Association exists to glorify God and to
promulgate the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

Article | - NAME

The name of this fellowship of cooperative churches shall be the Southeast Baptist Association, Inc., hereafter
referred to in this document as the Association.

Article 11 - STATEMENT OF FAITH

The faith of this Association is rooted and grounded in Jesus Christ, Who is Lord of all. The Holy Scriptures are
recognized as the authoritative revelation of Jesus Christ and His will. The Association affirms the Biblical
doctrines expressed in the “2000 Baptist Faith and Message” statement adopted by the Southern Baptist
Convention in Orlando, FL, June 13-14, 2000. The Association recognizes and affirms the autonomy of the local
church.

Article 111 - RELATIONSHIPS

A. General. The Association is an autonomous body, interdependent with its member churches, auxiliaries,
organizations, other Southern Baptist Associations and bodies, the Georgia Baptist Convention, and the Southern
Baptist Convention. The Association neither claims nor seeks to exercise authority over any other body and does
not recognize or accept the authority of any other body over its life and affairs.

B. Member Churches. The Association is created by the churches that comprise its membership and is governed
by messengers from those churches, at its semi-annual meetings, and by representatives from those churches in
the meetings of the Executive Board, ad interim. Bound together by a common commitment to God’s mission, as
revealed in Scripture, these autonomous bodies cooperate to advance the Kingdom of God. The Association
provides ministry resources and mission opportunities to the churches and, in turn, receives its primary support
from the churches.

Article V—MEMBERSHIP

A. General. The Association shall consist of churches of like faith and order which choose to share fellowship
and work, cooperatively, in the proclamation of the Gospel. “Like faith and order” is defined as recognition of the
Bible as the sole authority for faith and practice, adherence to the principles of the 2000 Baptist Faith and
Message, and church governance as a congregational democracy. Member churches will support the ministries of
the Association through service, prayer, and regular financial contributions.

B. Petition for Membership. A church seeking membership in the Association shall make its request known by
presenting a letter of petition to the Association office at least three months prior to the semi-annual Associational
meeting in which the interested church wishes to apply. The format for the letter of petition, required supporting
documents and signatures, and the process by which the church will be considered and approved or denied, as
appropriate, is described, in detail, in the Policies and Procedures Manual of the Association.

C. Withdrawal by Church. The Association acknowledges the right of any associated church to withdraw by
written notification. No stated reason is required. The process for the official termination of membership is
delineated in the Policies and Procedures Manual of the Association.
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D. Withdrawal by Association. The Association reserves the right to withdraw fellowship from any member
church which fails to maintain and affirm the Biblical doctrines as expressed in the 2000 Baptist Faith and
Message, departs from congregational democracy as its form of church governance, encourages or condones
gross immorality within its membership, or fails in its obligation, for a period of more than twelve calendar
months, to support the ministries of the Association through service, prayer, and financial contributions. The
process for the withdrawing of fellowship is delineated in the Policies and Procedures Manual of the Association.

Article V- GOVERNANCE

A. General. The Association is governed by the majority vote of the certified messengers present at its semi-
annual meetings and by action of the Executive Board, ad interim. The mission, ministry, business, programming
and activities of the Association shall be accomplished through its officers, staff, committees and teams.

B. Meetings. The Association shall meet semi-annually in the Spring and Fall. Its parliamentary process shall be
governed by the latest edition of Roberts Rules of Order. Procedures for the establishment of the date, time, and
place of the semi-annual meetings, the modification, thereof, and the establishment of a quorum sufficient to
conduct business are delineated in the Policies and Procedures Manual of the Association.

C. Certified Messengers. Each contributing church shall be entitled to certify ten messengers to the semi-annual
meetings of the association. Certification shall be in writing and presented to the Association no later than the
day of the meeting to which the messenger is certified. Certified messengers must be baptized members of the
church and at least 15 years of age.

D. Officers of the Association. The officers of the Association shall be the Moderator, Vice Moderator, Clerk,
Treasurer, and Parliamentarian. All officers shall be baptized members of cooperating churches of the
Association. Nomination, election, terms of service, duties and responsibilities, line of accountability and other
prescribed functions or stipulations are delineated in the Policies and Procedures Manual of the Association.

E. Executive Board. The Association shall have an Executive Board the function of which shall be to serve, ad
interim, to conduct such business as is necessary between the semi-annual meetings of the Association. The
Board shall be comprised of the Pastors of cooperating churches, plus one other person from each cooperating
church who has been chosen and certified to the Association by the church as a resident and active member. The
Associational Missionary and elected officers of the Association shall serve ex-officio. Certification, terms of
service, parameters of duties and responsibilities, line of accountability, and other prescribed functions are
delineated in the Policies and Procedures Manual of the Association.

Article VI — THE WORK OF THE ASSOCIATION

A. Tasks. In accordance with its stated purpose, the Association defines its work by the following tasks:

1. The Association is a faithful steward of Jesus Christ and, therefore, shall govern its affairs, plan and
execute its programs, and manage its resources under His Lordship.

2. The Association shall nurture harmony in faith and practice and provide opportunities for fellowship
and cooperation among the churches, church leaders, and members.

3. The Association shall challenge its churches to be involved in mission and ministry endeavors locally,
nationally, and abroad, providing opportunities and support to the churches as they work, cooperatively,
to witness, minister, and start new churches.

4. The Association shall provide training, ministry resources, services and assistance to its churches to
enhance effectiveness in worship, witnessing, Christian education, and other ministries. Through the
services of an Associational Missionary, officers of the Association and its staff, the Association shall
provide such assistance as is necessary and desired to improve the organizational and ministerial
effectiveness of the cooperating churches.

B. Committees and Teams. In addition to its officers, the work of the Association is accomplished by
Committees and Teams appointed from within the membership of its churches. For purposes of distinction,
Committees serve to provide organizational functionality and Teams serve to provide specific ministries and
mission activities. The Standing Committees identified below are permanent and essential components of the
Association. The Policies and Procedures Manual provides for the establishment of Teams and additional
Committees, as required, to accomplish the work of the Association.
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1. Committees.

a. Administrative Committee. The Association shall have an Administrative Committee the function of
which shall be: (1) to assist and advise the Associational Missionary in the organizational and
administrative work of the Association; (2) to identify and nominate members of the Committee on
Committee; and (3) to assist the Treasurer and Associational Missionary in administering the budget and
financial affairs of the Association. The Administrative Committee shall be comprised of the officers of
the Association, and at least 5, but no more than 7 at-large members, at least 3 of whom shall be Lay
persons. The Associational Missionary shall serve ex-officio. The Committee shall meet bi-monthly or
more often, as required. Nomination of at-large members, election, terms of service, parameters of duties
and responsibilities, line of accountability, and other prescribed functions are delineated in the Policies
and Procedures Manual of the Association.

b. Nominating Committee. The Association shall have a Nominating Committee the function of which
shall be to nominate from among the membership of cooperating churches, persons qualified and willing
to serve as officers of the Association, as well as members of its various teams and temporary
committees. The Committee shall be comprised of at least 5, but no more than 7 at-large members, at
least 3 of whom shall be Lay persons. The Associational Missionary shall serve ex-officio. The
Committee shall meet at such times and as often as necessary to ensure the timely election of officers and
committee and team members. Nomination of at-large members, election, terms of service, duties and
responsibilities, line of accountability and other prescribed functions are delineated in the Policies and
Procedures Manual of the Association.

c. Budget Committee. The Association shall have a Budget Committee the function of which shall be to
plan, project, prepare and present an annual budget to the Association. The Committee shall be
comprised of at least 5, but no more than 7 at-large members, at least 3 of whom shall be Lay Persons.
The Associational Missionary, Moderator, and Treasurer of the Association shall serve ex-officio. The
Committee shall meet, as required. Nomination of at-large members, election, terms of service,
parameters of duties and responsibilities, line of accountability, and other prescribed functions are
delineated in the Policies and Procedures Manual of the Association.

d. Committee on Committees. The Association shall have a Committee on Committees the function of
which shall be to identify and nominate for election, by the Association or Executive Board, as
appropriate, members of the permanent Standing Committees. The Committee shall be comprised of at
least 5, but no more than 7 at-large members, at least 3 of whom shall be Lay Persons. The Associational
Missionary and Moderator of the Association shall serve ex-officio. The Committee shall meet, as
required. Nomination of at-large members, election, terms of service, parameters of duties and
responsibilities, line of accountability, and other prescribed functions are delineated in the Policies and
Procedures Manual of the Association.

2. Teams. Teams shall be organized to assist the Association and its member churches with specific mission
projects and ministries locally, nationally, and internationally. The Associational Missionary shall serve
ex-officio. Structure, nomination of at-large members, election, terms of service, duties and responsibilities,
line of accountability and other prescribed functions are delineated in the Policies and Procedures Manual
of the Association.

Article VII - EXECUTIVE AND GENERAL STAFF

A. General. The Association shall employ an Associational Missionary and shall secure other employed or
volunteer ministerial and lay staff as may be needed to fulfill the mission and purpose of the Association.
Procedures for employment, terms of employment, parameters of duties and responsibilities, lines of
accountability and other prescribed functions are delineated in the Policies and Procedures Manual of the
Association.

Article VII1 - AMENDMENTS

A. General. Proposed amendments to these Articles will be prepared, submitted, and acted upon as delineated in
the Policies and Procedures Manual of the Association.
