Nancy thought it would never
bloom, but finally it produced a magnificent bloom as large as a dinner plate. A bumble bee spent
days crawling all over this blossom until it had visited and pollinated hundreds of seed capsules.
The beautiful yellow petals have fallen. The leaves look somewhat bedraggled. But the important
work of the sunflower continues; it is producing seed.
